Send 7x5 in prints to 'The Poster Committee’, by post or through the letter box to the West Oxford
Community Centre, Botley Rd, OX2 OBT before 5pm on Friday 2 October. You must include the
following information: your name, date of birth (or age), address, phone number, and email
address (if you have one), as well as a clear description of the location of the subject/s (i.e. street
name and number or similar) and a note about the original format of the photograph. If you can
include a digital version on a clearly labeled CD, that would be helpful, but is not necessary. If you
wish the print/s and CDs to be returned to you, you must also include a self-addressed envelope.
The photographs must be taken of West Oxford by people who live in West Oxford. They
can be details or views, natural or constructed, but they cannot contain ANY images of people and
the must be visible from a public space (i.e. no views of private gardens or interiors, although
public interiors, such as shops or churches, will be fine). Please remember, NO people at all in the
photos. For the purposes of this competition, West Oxford is defined as lying between the Railway
Bridge over the Botley Rd to the east; the railway bridge over the Thames to the south east; the
stone bridge to North Hinksey to the south; the twinning sign on the Botley Rd to the west; the
treacle well in Binsey Village to the north west; the rainbow bridge at Port Meadow to the north;
and the railway bridge over the canal to the north east. Although you can submit photographs from
your collection, they must present West Oxford as it looks in 2006, not historically.

The panel's decisions are final. Judges will not be permitted to vote on photographs submitted by
themselves or by members of their families. Photographers' names will not be able to be included
on the poster, although we may produce a separate information sheet with photographers' names.
Submission of photographs to the panel constitutes agreement for your photo to be published on

the poster. The poster designers reserve the right to crop or edit photographs.
Posters will be sold through the Community Association and will (if all goes according to

plan) appear in time for Christmas 2006.
