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JOB SWOP SHOP IN GLOUCESTER
GREEN

Planning permission has been
given for the change of use
of a building on the corner
of Dispensary Road and
Yorcester Road (beside the
'Greyhound') for the Oxford
Job Swop Scheme.

This is a scheme which was
first devised by Age Concern
to help retired people muke
their skills available to the
local community. The Oxford
scheme is more broadly based,
and can help people of all
ages. The sort of work
involved varies from garden-
ing and baby-sitting to
reading aloud and playing
chess (but not jobs which
might prove dangerous in the
hands of an amateur like
electrical work or roofing.
0ld and young can exchange
jobs ~ babysitting in return
for shopping done or library
books exchanged, for example.

It is hoped to develop links
with similar groups elsewhere.

PERRY HINKSEY ROAD

ALTHOUGH THERE ARE a number
of factors that contribute to
delays to traffic along
Botley Road in both the
morning and evening peak
periods, one of the most
significant is that of
vehicles turning right into
Ferry Hinksey Road. In the
evening, vehicles leaving the
city sometimes stop during
the traffic signals green
period to allow someone to
turn right. If people would
only allow this to happen
during the Botley Road 'red'
period, less time would be
lost to main road traffic.
But there are also times in
the evenings when there is

a hold-up further west, and
the queue tails back across
the junction.

The Highways Committee con—
siders that a box junction
marking across the southern
half only of the junction
would help to keep it clear
and allow the best use to be
made of road space at both
morning and evening peak
periods.
