Craft and Produce Competition Rules

· All competitions are free to enter.

· All competitions are open to people who live or work in West Oxford.  

· Entries will be judged and prizes awarded on the day.  

· One entry per person in each competition, but feel free to enter every competition.

· N.B.   Please bring all entries to the Community Centre at 10.30 am on 11th September, to allow time for filling in an entry form and labelling of entries.    

1. Victoria Sandwich Competition - Home made Victoria sandwich cake with cream and jam, no more than 8” diameter.

2. Cup Cakes Competition - 4 home made cupcakes on a plate – any flavour. 

3. Fruit Scones Competition - 4 home made  fruit scones on a plate

4. Jam Competition- One jar of any flavour home made jam - labelled with the flavour.  Do not put your name on the label.

5. Chutney Competition- One jar of any flavour home made chutney – labelled with the flavour.  Do not put your name on the label.

6. Funniest Vegetable Competition - Have you grown a vegetable in your garden, window box or allotment that will make us laugh?

7. Heaviest Vegetable Competition -Do you have an enormous pumpkin or marrow or something else you have grown?  Prize for the heaviest.   

8. Straight Beans Competition - three straight runner beans that you have grown.  Prize for uniformity or length and straightness.

9. Garden on a Plate  Competition – Under 16 years old - Make a miniature garden using natural and craft material on a  plate, max diameter 12” 

10. Flower Arrangement in an Egg Cup – any age – make a miniature flower arrangement in an egg cup (max diameter 2”).  Use flowers and foliage from your garden, window box or allotment.
